Proposed Changes to the Club Constitution and Bylaws 

In accordance with Club Bylaw Article XII, the following proposed changes to the Club Constitution and Bylaws have been 
submitted. These changes have been reviewed and approved by the Board of Directors, and will be voted on at the next regular 
Monthly Meeting. 

In an effort to streamline things and consolidate paperwork, the Constitution and the Bylaws, currently two separate 
documents, are being combined into one, consisting of two chapters.

the Board of Directors, before the 
membership 

so as to more accurately define “major” and 
more clearly show the intent of this Section 

Article V: Monies 
Section 5.3:  

Change: 

six hundred dollars ($600.00) 

 to read: 

fifteen hundred dollars ($1,500.00) 

so as to establish a more realistic amount, 
since, due to inflation, $600 in 1952 dollars is 
equivalent to $5,546.15 in 2017 dollars. 
(Yipes!)  

Article VII: Proceeds and Expenses 
Section 7.2:

All events must be financially self-
sustaining by the end of their second 
season. Failure to do so, or failure to 
maintain financial sustainability 
thereafter, on a three year moving 
average basis, shall result in a 
cancellation of the event. 

to read: 
All events must be financially self-
sustaining by the end of their third 
season. Failure to do so, or failure to 
maintain financial sustainability 
thereafter, on a two year moving 
average basis, shall result in a 
cancellation of the event.

Article XII: Amendments and 
Revisions 
Section 12.1:

shall be outlined in detail in the Club 
newsletter to be mailed no later then 
ten (10) days before the monthly 
meeting.

shall be outlined in detail in the Club 
newsletter to be mailed or published 
no later then ten (10) days before the 
monthly meeting.
