RIMFIRE

Pros:
. Extended range
. Increased accuracy

. Single projectile (no pellets
in the meat)

. Fun hunting experience
Cons:

- Requires practice

. Difficult to hit running game
. Generally lower success rate

SHOTGUN

Pros:
. Increased chances of a hit
. Better for moving game

. More game opportunities
(like birds and rabbits)

. Easy to learn

Cons:

. Limited range

. Pellets stay in the meat
. Damaged furs

Conclusion?
Try hunting with both! Rimfire rifles offer a unique, rewarding hunting
experience, but take more practice to get right. Shotguns are fun for a
casual hunt and increase your chances of getting a bag limit. Either way,
squirrel hunting is a great way to spend time outdoors!
