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What to Cast When Trout Ponds Open in April

Trout ponds, fly fishing only ponds, and wild trout ponds across New Hampshire
are opening on April 26th! If you’re a procrastinator like me, then you might still
be trying to figure out what bait, lures, and flies to take with you after a long winter
off from fishing. The problem with fishing tackle is that there are more options,
and opinions, out there than there are fish in the pond. To throw my opinions into
the mix, here are a few tried and true options that always seem to work.

If you are fly fishing this spring, then
there are a few solid options to use in April.
While there are some noteworthy insect hatch-
es that happen this time of year, exclusively
fishing dry flies can limit your success. I like to
bring a variety of flies, especially small, flashy
streamers and jigs. Matching the hatch is a
great technique, but sometimes dropping a
sparkly fluorescent ball of fuzz in front of a
trout is all you need to get a fish on the line.

Another sure way of getting hooked into a trout is the controversial squirmy
worm. While some anglers consider this a cheat fly, I don’t see the problem with
mimicking a good old fashioned worm. The squirmy worm is a simple fly to tie and
will surely entice a trout no matter what hatch is happening.

Speaking of worms, a go-to rig for spin casting is the classic worm on a hook
under a bobber. While it may not be the most refined setup, it sure does produce
fish. Trout worms are a great option as their size won’t prevent you from catching
the smaller stockies, but a night crawler diced into pieces works too.

If you are looking to use an artificial lure,
or you think staring at a bobber all day is like
watching paint dry, then I also highly recom-
mend inline spinners. Working on the same
principle as the flashy flies I mentioned earlier,
inline spinners further instigate strikes by pro-
ducing vibrations in the water. Inlines come in
all sorts of sizes and colors, but in the end
they’re a classic pattern that has been working
for generations of trout anglers.
